A new cost-sharing agreement between the provincial and federal governments aims to
address a number of concerns along the T'Railway Provincial Park.

The initiative, cost-shared on a 50-50 basis, will resultin $1.6 million being utilized for
improvermnents and repairs to the T'Railway, including the re-instatement of the Crabbes River
Bridge located in the community of 5t. Fintan's.

In the spring of 2008, the bridge received severe structural damage as the result of an ice
jam. An engineering analysis determined the structure was beyond repair, and it was
subsequently removed.

“The T'Railway Provincial Park represents an important infrastructure component for the many
outdoor enthusiasts who regularly fravel these routes,” said Charlene Johnson, minister of
Environment and Conservation. “The investrment in our natural heritage is an investment in
our residents.”

Gary Lunn, federal Minister of State for Sport, said the announcement recognizes the
importance of partnerships, and shows an important investment in communities to help
Canadian families and individuals access high-quality outdoor infrastructure to maintain
healthy and active lifestvles.

In addition to the replacement of the Crabbes River structure, the Mewfoundland T'Railway
Council and the province are currently working together to identify additional areas of
improvernent along the T'Railway Provincial Park. The cost-sharing agreement will also allow
for the replacement of Indian Pond Bridge in Conception Bay, as well as vegetation contral
efforts.

‘| am very pleased that we have been able to wark co-operatively to improve this trail system,
which helps ensure access to many of our pristine wilderness areas,” said Terry Morrison,
executive director of the Newfoundland T'Railway Council. “The funding will allow us to
assess, repair and replace a number of structures along the T'Railway, thereby impraoving the
experience of its users.”

The T'Railway Pravincial Park was proclaimed on July 10, 1997, The Department of
Environment and Conservation has an MOLU with the Mewfoundland T'Railway Council to
share responsibility for T'Hailway development.
